Policy for GAs Assisting with Courses in Which Graduate Students are Enrolled
Graduate Assistants are assigned to faculty in the Department of Nutrition to assist with the teaching and grading aspects of various courses.  These GAs are assigned to the large sections of Introductory Nutrition, courses with labs, and other selected courses as need is determined by the Department Chair and Director of Graduate Studies.  Graduate students are enrolled in some of these courses as well as undergraduates.  Therefore, to continue to enable GAs to provide necessary assistance to the faculty member responsible for such courses, and to prevent any potential conflict of interest, the following guidelines have been developed.  

GAs will assist with grading in courses in which graduate students are also enrolled under the following conditions:

1. The faculty member will provide grading criteria to use for each assignment and exam question; faculty will assist the GA with any questions he/she has about an answer being graded.  Note:  The faculty member may choose to grade all assignments and exams for the graduate students enrolled in the class.  
2. Students in each course will put their UNCG ID number (or last 4 digits of ID#) on the first page of their exam or assignment rather than their name.  The UNCG Honor Code Statement will be written on the last page of the assignment or exam.  
3. The faculty member can determine who will enter all grades into Gradebook. 
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
